SAME NAME – NEW CONCEPT

The evolution of VAWnet, established in 1996, from a password-protected, bulletin board-
based and private electronic network to a collection of publicly-accessible electronic
resources was completed at 5:08 PM on October 15, 2003.

Following an intensive process of planning and implementing a series of recommendations
from VAWnet participants and others in the field, we are pleased to announce that VAWnet is
now publicly accessible in its entirety.  Staff members of state domestic violence and sexual
assault coalitions, community-based service providers, and representatives of federal funding
agencies, as well as researchers and members of the general public, now share equal access
to the broad array of VAWnet’s advocacy-based electronic resources through the completion
of Phase One of this evolution/transition process.

Scheduled to begin in January, 2004, Phase Two will include issue-specific facilitated listserv
discussions and a measurable enhancement of VAWnet’s sexual assault resources, such as
applied research articles and public policy materials specific to sexual violence.

Other changes that will be noted immediately by long-time VAWnet participants are the
reorganization of information and materials into categories that are more readily understood
by all potential visitors to the web site, and significantly streamlined search and navigation
features (the result of re-vamping VAWnet’s technological “underpinnings”).

VAWnet staff members and consultants always look forward to your feedback, and remain
committed to meeting the needs of advocates and their allies for electronically-accessible
information and materials that are timely, relevant and reliable for all those working to end
sexual and domestic violence.
